Who is RCIA for? 
 

Ý Unbaptized... Persons (7 years and older) 
who want to follow in Jesusô footsteps and 
become members of the Catholic Church; 

 

Ý Baptized in Another Christian Church... 
Those members from a different Christian 
community other than Catholic who are 
seeking full initiation in the Catholic Church; 

 

Ý Baptized but no previous Religious Educa-
tion... persons who were baptized as babies 
in the Catholic Church but have not had any 
Religious Education within the Catholic Tra-
dition. Have you celebrated all of your sacra-
ments of Communion and Confirmation?
